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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT, JENNIFER TROY-BLACK 
 

     It is my pleasure to serve as the President of Bay Quarter Shores Board of 
     Directors this year, and I am so happy to welcome all of our newest board members. 
     We all feel a genuine sense of team already, and hope to continue in the positive 
     mode that the Board has been operating as in past years.  We look forward to our 
     newest members’ contributions and ideas, and this year should truly be an exciting 
     one for Bay Quarter Shores. 
 
     On a more somber note, we request the assistance of everyone in Bay Quarter 

     Shores to help maintain and practice safety both on and off of our 
    roads.  A very strong effort was made, at the request of the BQS population,  

     to make BQS a “Golf Cart Community”.  A number of Board members worked  
     diligently to make this change come about.  Over time, we have noticed a number 
     of violations that have raised serious safety concerns.  The most obvious violation 
     is allowing persons under 16 years old, without a valid driver’s license, to operate 
     your golf cart which is actually a class 3 misdemeanor by Virginia law, and could 
     result in a fine of 6 points to the owner. 
 
     I have included below an excerpt of the restated Bay Quarter Shores rules and  
     regulations pertaining to golf cart use.  Please read and observe these rules, and 
     keep Bay Quarter Shores a safe place to motor in.  A full version of the updated 
     rules and regulations will be posted on the bayquartershores.org website, for 
     even further clarification.  These rules and regulations were a result of a team 
     effort of Board Members and Residents, and we very much appreciate their input 
     in this matter. 
 
     NOTE:  To help us achieve this level of safety, we are also now requiring that  
     all golf carts must have their client number, which is listed on their lot assessment  
     statement, posted on the driver’s side of their cart in 3 inch letters/numbers in a 
     contrasting color to their cart.  An example of a client number would be A-567.

      (b) GOLF CARTS.  Commonwealth Of Virginia Limitations on Golf 
     Cart Operations on all state (paved) roads within BQS are: 
 
         1)  A golf cart may be operated only on designated highways when the posted 
              speed limit is twenty-five (25) miles per hour or less.   No golf cart shall 
              cross any highway at an intersection where the highway being crossed has  
              a posted speed limit of more than twenty-five (25) miles per hour. 
 
         2) No person shall operate any golf cart on any public highway unless  
             they have in their possession a valid driver’s license.  (Violation of this 
             rule is a class 3 misdemeanor with a fine of 6 points).      
 
         3) Every golf cart, whenever operated on a public highway, shall display a slow- 
             moving vehicle emblem in conformity with section 46.2-1081, Code of 
             Virginia, 1950. 
 
        4) Golf carts shall be operated upon the public highways only between sunrise 
            and sunset, unless equipped with such lights as are required in sections 
            46.2-1010 et seq., Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, for different classes 
            of vehicles, (headlights, tail lights and turn signals.) 
 
    Rules for using golf carts on the common access roads and recreation areas 
    within BQS will be the same as listed above in line items, 2, 3 and 4.      
    Failure to follow this rule will/could result in (1) receiving a letter from the BQS Board 
    of Directors stating that the BQS member is not in compliance with the Rules and 
    Regulations, detailing the infraction(s), and requesting that the BQS member  
    discontinue the infraction(s) and  (2) on subsequent violations the non-compliant  
    BQS member will receive a letter from the BQS Board of Directors denying 
    access to BQS amenities until the infractions are stopped. 
 
    FROM VICE PRESIDENT, ADMINISTRATION/MAINTENANCE, FRANK KLEIN 
 
    Status of High-Speed Wireless Internet for BQS.  I know many of you are waiting 
    for Kaballero to provide us with high-speed wireless internet service.  The poles 
    and antennas have been in place since mid-summer.  However Kaballero has not 
    been able to provide satisfactory service yet to our community.  I’ve enclosed 
    the text of the two most recent emails I have received from Graylend Horn, the 
    manager of Kaballero.  The first I received on 9-12,-08, the second on 10-12-08:

     “We are currently working on fine tuning the two existing towers that are using 2-4Ghz 

     to deploy to the end customer.  If we can’t get the performance up to par, we are going to 

     replace the current configuration with 900Mhz equipment to deploy to the end user.  If 

     we change the tower configuration to 900Mhz we will need to place another tower close to 

     the entrance of BQS to allow us to backhaul the bandwidth into each tower.  The new tower 

     would be up on the escarpment allowing visual line of sight to each tower for the backhauls. 

 

     “We have about another week of testing before we can decide on keeping the 2.4Ghz or  

     moving to the 900Mhz.  Please note  that this site is unique to Kaballero because we have 

     never used 2.4Ghz to deploy to the end user.  We want to make sure things are correct 

     before we deploy.  If we deploy something that doesn’t work, customers won’t be happy.”

     “We are actively looking for another tower location...and possibly have one.  We need another 

     tower to backhaul into you guys and then change out the hardware on the tower.  Sorry for 

     the delays...We have been trying to make things work with this new technology.  It isn’t 

     what it is talked up to be on the internet.” (end of second email) 

 

     I’m not sure what to make of the somewhat cryptic last sentence.  All we can do now is wait. 

     Of course, each resident can look at an individual plan via satellite or something like Verizon. 

 

     Pool Repairs Begun.  At the October BQS Board meeting, a contract was approved to begin 

     repair necessary to insure the updating of our pool.  JoPa Swimming Pools was awarded the 

     contract in the amount of $18,958.90.  Work has already begun on replacing the skimmers, 

     some tile, depth markers, concrete decking, etc. 

 

     The pool should be ready to open for your enjoyment next Memorial Day weekend.
